The South China Tiger no longer exists in the wild!   South Lakes Wild 
Animal Park; Dalton In Furness, Cumbria, North West England is the 
headquarters of the international charity the Sumatran Tiger Trust. A 
charity working throughout Sumatra who are determined the remaining 
350 wild Sumatran tigers will not go the same way.

We have just received a delivery of charity collection boxes, which we 
could supply for you to display in your business.  Ideally we would love 
these to be placed in say for example your staff/public canteen to 
hopefully gain the maximum exposure. If you are interested in helping 
or could tell someone else who may be interested then the STT would 
be extremely grateful.   

 
The collection will go in its entirety without any deductions for 
administration costs towards the purchase of essential, diverse 
equipment- including remote cameras; fast boats; and to also fund the 
operation of Tiger conservation teams and anti-poaching patrols along 
with other community projects.
