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We are aiming to increase our support to the Primary feeder schools of the Secondarys we already have strong relationships with by offering the following projects and programmes:
Rural City Links 
This brings together a school from Cumbria and one from an inner city location (Manchester/Liverpool). The schools will identify their perceptions of the partner schools environment prior to a visit and will in turn exchange visits to the surrounding area of their partner school. Particular focus is placed on cultural diversity. The visits will combine inner city/rural cultural and business/economic locations together with a brief visit to the partner school and discussions about perceptions and reality.
Rural Skills Workshops
This involves bringing in local business people to demonstrate and talk to students about their job / rural skill. The demonstration could lead onto a practical session for students to take part if suitable. Each workshop would last approx 1 hour (depending on the presenter and school) and could be repeated to different groups of students throughout the morning or afternoon. Typical workshops may include talks from a Vet, Farrier, Woodcrafter, Weaver etc.
Whiz Kidz 

These booklets are available for Primary School pupils offering a diary/log to complete each week on their performance, goals and targets in specific subjects, classes and sports. Sections such as All about me, How are you feeling today, My lessons, Being kind to others, How do I work and My achievements are all included. The booklet covers three terms but can be started at any time of the year. The aim is to introduce pupils to reviewing personal goals and performance in a fun way.

My Job
This programme involves local businesses coming into school for a short visit to talk to the pupils about their work and what it entails from both employer and employee aspects. This can often produce a close link with the business and lead on to projects regarding the business which can encompass all aspects of the curriculum. A programme of several weeks occupying same time slot (usually for 10 – 15 minutes during an assembly) can be planned, using several different businesses if required.
Math’s Trails
A pilot scheme is being run in South Lakeland which is based on a tour of the school in a fun way whilst using numeracy skills. For example calculating how many cars can fit in the car park, finding out the area of the playground. This is due to be tested this autumn before offering it to schools throughout the county.
Real Business Challenge

A real business challenge is set for students (appropriate to age group) by a local company. The pupils can 

then visit, where appropriate, the business before returning to class to review the ‘problem’. Pupils will work 
in teams to generate ideas, then design and present their ideas to the Company and class. Some of the best

ideas can be generated from the youngest of minds!
