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Strong relationships have already been built between many Cumbrian Secondary Schools and CBEC.
By promoting some of the more popular projects and programmes to others we hope to increase our links within those schools with which we have yet to work.
Industry Roadshow

An event designed for secondary school students to expand their ideas on careers in a variety of different industry sectors. The aim is that students will go away from the sessions with a clear understanding of what careers are available in each industry, as well as potential career progression, qualifications needed to enter the industry, training available in post, salaries, responsibilities and ideas as to the number of openings available.
Work Ready Programme

A full day of events for Year 10 or 11 students which begins with a carousel of workshops in the morning aimed at preparing students for the world of work. These include Completing Application Forms, Career Progression, Business View, Personal Finance and Team Building. In the afternoon a mass Mock Interview will be held when each student has the opportunity to experience a 1:1 interview with a local business person and receive constructive feedback.
Business Challenge

CBEC has developed a day long event, (which can be delivered in two half day sessions if preferred) to give pupils the opportunity to use both their business studies work and enterprise skills to develop a fictional business into a viable and thriving concern. They are asked to produce a business plan and presentation at the end of the day, both of which will be judged by local businesses. Creativity, team work, problem solving, leadership and communication skills are also key to this project.
Stereotype Events

This programme’s remit is to break down racial, gender or any barriers in the world of work for any minority groups. CBEC engages specific people who have either experienced difficulty in their lives because of stereotypical preconceptions or who work to break these barriers. These people speak to students about their work in a way to disprove myths that only a certain ‘type’ is able compete and be successful in their chosen industry.

Coaching for Students and Educational Staff
A specific programme can be designed to provide 1:1 support for individuals to assist them in identifying and working towards their goals in both personal and/or school life. This non-directive approach can be a more powerful model that allows the individual to learn and take ownership of their own development.
Professional Development Placements

These are offered to teachers in order that they can visit a chosen industry or environment to benefit their professional or vocational development. Placements can be arranged from half days up to 5 days.
