This is an event to encourage YEAR 8 GIRLS to be more aware of a range of STEM skills and occupations. The activities are all ‘hands on’ and will carry some learning content as well as being fun to take part in.

The activities have been developed by Cumbria STEM Centre as a simple introduction to a range of STEM opportunities and skills.  The activities will be run by STEM Ambassadors from companies in the Barrow area. There will be two engineers to run each activity. The STEM Ambassadors have received full training to work with young people and have also received enhanced clearances from the Criminal Records Bureau from October 2009.

The event is part-funded by Aimhigher Cumbria and so it is important that you prioritise pupils from the Aimhigher cohort when choosing the young people who are to attend. After preference has been given to target 1 pupils, target 2 pupils may be invited. If there are not enough target pupils in the year group you may like to bring a small number of young people who are not from the cohort. (Cohort lists are available from your school’s Aimhigher Coordinator).
As numbers are limited we suggest you book your pupil numbers as soon as possible as these will be taken on a first come, first served basis.

Activities:

There are FOUR hands-on activities. Pupils will take part in all of the activities and pupils will work in pairs or small teams wherever possible. The activities are:

· Launchpad Ball Launcher – an introduction to simple Control Technology – build a machine to fire ping pong balls with accuracy.

· Civil Engineering - KNEX Challenge – build a Bridge to span a 1 metre gap and test it.

· Aerodynamics – an introduction to simple aerodynamics and flight – build a rocket and a paper plane and launch them to see how well they fly. Build a small hovercraft using a CD, a balloon and a cotton reel.

· Battery Powered car – simple mechanical and electrical engineering.

Pupils will have the opportunity to experience all of the activities. There will be one session only with a break for lunch, please ensure pupils bring a packed lunch and drinks with them.
