Important Health and Safety notice 

 
The contents of this notice must be read and explained to ALL 
members of the visiting group prior to entrance to the park. 
 
Failure to comply with this request or notice could result in 
the party being asked to leave the premises. 
 
All signs must be read and strictly adhered to. 
 
A responsible adult must supervise all parties at all times, at a 
ratio of one adult per every 5 children, under no 
circumstances should any child or group of children be left 
unsupervised. 
 
It is essential those supervising must read and obey all signs 
and ensure they are communicated to all children within the 
party. 
 
No food must be taken into the Australian Bush other than the 
animal food sold in the gift shop - which is specially made for 
the animals. 
 
DO NOT FEED OR TOUCH ANY OF OUR LEMURS!!! 
 
Do not cross any barrier. 
 
Do not sit or climb on any barrier, enclosure fence or 
enclosure wall. 
 
Do not try to stroke any of the animals or put fingers through 
the wire mesh into animal enclosures.
