Introduction 
The Fugenex Dry Rot Sensor is a specially 
treated colour-dyed wooden dowel for insertion 
into timber or masonry. 
The Fugenex Dry Rot Sensor changes colour 
in the presence of incipient Dry Rot, thus warning of 
risk before physical damage occurs. 
 
DESCRIPTION 
The Fugenex Dry Rot Sensor is a softwood dowel, 
6mm in diameter, fitted with a numbered end cap 
for identification. Each dowel is vacuum treated 
with a Patented reagent dye which changes colour 
from blue to yellow in the presence of incipient 
(early) Dry Rot.

USES 
For detecting the earliest signs of Dry Rot in 
buildings, boats, aeroplanes - in any timber or 
masonry structure at risk due to elevated moisture 
content. Recommended for ALL buildings having a 
history of Dry Rot and all others with masonry or 
timber at moisture contents above 18%. 
 
PREPARATION & METHOD 
Design a layout for the Sensors that surrounds the 
‘at risk’ or damp area (see our Installation Method 
and Surveyors Notes). Drill 8mm diameter holes 
and blow out the dust. Ensure that the holes are at 
least 110mm deep to allow full penetration. 
Insert the dowels up to the plastic knob. Allow 14 
days for them to achieve the moisture content of 
the substrate. Remove and check at regular 
intervals. If any yellow areas are found call your 
expert advisor at once.
